IMPORTANT INFORMATION:
Tights, Shoes, & Costumes: 
Please label ALL costumes and accessories. Attached is list that has tight colors for classes.
Hair & Makeup:
All dancers hair should be securely pulled away from their face. Dancers in more than one dance will not change hair styles for each dance.  For dancers with shoulder length or longer hair, a sleek mid to low ponytail is sufficient. If a dancer is only in a ballet class, the standard bun is preferred. If your dancer has a hair piece is should be placed in their hair on their right. Dancers should wear stage makeup. If you are unsure of what stage makeup means please stop by the office. Absolutely no jewelry or nail polish.



Dress Rehearsal: 
Dress Rehearsal is at the Hemmens on June 7, 2024. Dancers need to arrive 15 minutes before their classes scheduled rehearsal time. DRESS REHEARSAL IS MANDATORY. This is the one time dancers will have the chance to practice on stage before the show. 
Dancers must be ready to go with their costumes on by their scheduled time. Please plan on being at rehearsal for at least 1 hour per dance your child is in.  No student is to be left unattended during dress rehearsal. 
For students in more than one number - costumes should be taken home after dress rehearsal and brought back the day of the recital.  

Preschool and Kindergarten classes practice first at the rehearsals.  Parents of these children may watch in the theater while their children rehearse.

Recital:
Day Of Recital Information:
Arrival:  Dancers should arrive 45 minutes prior to showtime and check-in at the table in the lobby.
Balcony:  Students in 2 or less dances in one recital will sit in the balcony.  Please come wearing the costume for your first dance of the show and bring your additional costume in a hanging bag labeled with your name.  Please be sure to include tights, hair pieces, shoes, etc. in a plastic bag that can be hung around the hanger.  Your costume will be taken backstage, labeled with your name, what number you are in and put in the quick-change area.  Once you are finished performing your first dance, you will be directed to the quick-change area where volunteers will help get students changed into their next costume.  They will then be taken up to the balcony with their first costume and wait with their next class.

Dressing Rooms:  Students in 3 or more dances in one show will be in the dressing rooms.  Dressing rooms will be assigned to every student.  Volunteers will be downstairs to assist dancers.

Additional Regulations: 
· No food or drink is allowed in the Dressing rooms and/or Exhibition Hall.  No videos or pictures can be taken in the dressing rooms.
· Use of cell phones or cameras to take pictures/videos is prohibited.  It is not only distracting to the dancers on stage but to the audience members around you.


Dismissal:
· Students will be released to parents only by the studio directors and teachers at the bottom of the balcony stairs in the lobby of the Hemmens when the recital is completed.
· Parent volunteers in the balcony CANNOT release students. 
· No child will be released early – no exceptions. 
· No parents or family members are allowed in the balcony.
· If your child needs you, one of the directors will come and get you since we keep track of where everyone sits.
· Due to allergies, no food or drink in the balcony.

Tickets:
Tickets will go on sale starting May 11th at the studio. Tickets are $22 each (or $25 at the door).  Cash and check are preferred. There will be a $1.00 fee per ticket added if paying with credit card. It will be assigned seating for both shows.
